  (From Conrad, 1963, p.37) 
 
  This asbestos prospect is located in eastern Jackson County 1.5 air miles northwest of Owens Gay and  

1.3 air miles southwest of Tennessee Gap. It can be reached by traveling on State Highway 281 for  
about 11 miles northwest of its intersection  with U.S. Highway 64 to SR 1762 at Wolf Mountain. Turn 
east onto SR 1762 and Travel about 0.8 mile to where a northeast flowing tributary joins Tennesee  
Creek. The prospect is on the southeast side of this tributary stream about 1200 feet southwest of
