This deposit is located in Caldwell County 3.2 miles southwest of Collettsville on the east side of the  
Johns River. It can be reached by traveling on SR 1328 for 1.6 miles southeast of its intersection with 
SR 1335, 1.0 mile northeast of the Burke-Caldwell county line. The mine is located near the crest of a  
steep hill 300 feet south of SR 1328 and 500 feet east of the river.
